Organize social events such as dinner dances
with Greek and other music, picnics, excursions,
tail-gate BBQ, athletic events that will be open to
the entire Hellenic community

Organize a place for a "Kafeneio" to be used by
the elders of the community and young adults for
traditional games and social interactions

Promote the educational programs of sister
Hellenic organizations like Hellenic Heritage
Foundation, the Greek School of the Cathedral, the
Greek Department of the Ohio State University, the

BRIEF HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

In the late 1960s, the recently arrived young
men from Greece felt acutely the lack of football in
Columbus, that is, and in
coordination with other ethnic groups formed a
soccer league. The Greek Olympic Club sponsored
a team that included players from Greece, Turkey,
Africa, competing against teams from Balkan
countries, Europe, America, etc

The Olympic Club organized highly successful
dinner dances that raised money for the church and
for the Club.

Olympic Club officers and members were
instrumental in the success of the inaugural
"Greek Festival', an event that since 1973 has
grown into one of the major ethnic celebration of
Columbus; [an idea whose time had come]

When the Olympic Club began organizing Greek
dinners, the church kitchen lacked the necessary
silverware, pots and pans, tables and chairs. All
those were purchased for the church by the
Olympic Club.

The Greek Olympic Club organized annual formal
dinner dances that featured famous orchestras
including the "Trio Bel Canto" that was featured in
the celebrations of the 25th Anniversary of the
"Greek Festival"

Several students in elementary schools in Greece
were sponsored with financial aid by the Greek
Olympic Club.

Money saved by the Greek Olympic Club for a
soccer field of its own, were instead donated to the
Church and were used as seed money for the
development of the Cathedral .
